Unit A – Creation – God the 
Creator 

 God created the world and we should say thank you to him.  

 We start our prayers with the Sign of the Cross. 

Unit B – God our Father cares 
for us 

 They are loved and cared for.  

 Their families are a gift from God.  

 Know when they should say sorry. 

Unit C – Advent  - Getting 
Ready 

 They are getting ready for something important.  

 Recognise the Advent Wreath as a symbol of this time. 

Unit D – Christmas – Mary the 
Mother of Jesus 

 Christmas is Jesus’ birthday and that Mary is his mother. 

Unit E – Baptism – My name  Baptism is a ceremony where babies are named.  

 Know that water is used in Baptism. 

Unit F – God’s Family  Give thanks for someone who cares for them.  

 Know that Sunday is an important day. 

Unit G – Lent – Jesus and his 
Family 

 God is the Father of Jesus and that the sign of the cross is 
about God and Jesus.  

 Purple is a colour used at this time. 

Unit H – Holy Week – Hearing  Sometimes people go away and that people die.  

 Know that Jesus dies. 

Unit I – Easter – ‘Alleluia’  Know that Jesus came back to life. 

 Alleluia is a word used to show that we are happy. 

Unit J – Pentecost – The air 
around us 

 Know that air makes things happen.  

 Know red is the colour for this time of the year. 

Unit K – Special Celebrations  Know that celebrations are happy occasions.  

 A wedding is a special celebration when people love each 
other.  

 People wear special clothing. 

Unit L – Continuous unit   Know that Mary is the mother of Jesus who loved and cared 
for him.
